4.2  The remit of this board covers service areas (not in their entirety) that fall within the
portfolios of the Cabinet Member for Integrated Health and Care. Remits of the
scrutiny boards are not distinct and therefore some of the services within these
portfolios will also fall under the responsibility of other scrutiny boards.

4.3  This item gives members an opportunity to discuss the proposed topic review/s for the
forthcoming municipal year, and develop the basis for the topic reviews.

4.4 If a working group is formed for the purpose of conducting topic reviews, they should
only exist for the duration of the review and be dissolved upon completion of the
review. Individuals outside of the scrutiny board can be invited to join the working
group, as the group has no formal scrutiny powers. The purpose of the working group
is to investigate, gather evidence and make recommendations to the scrutiny board in
an advisory capacity.
